I cannot forget because I am living proof and a living testimony that You are exactly who You said You are. In Jesus’ name we pray, Amen! (Psalm 103:1-5; 1 Thessalonians 5:23)

June 16, 2026: Father, in the name of Jesus, I bless Your holy name. I thank You that You are the God who heals and the God who forgives. Your Word declares that by the wounds of Jesus we are healed, and today I choose to believe and not doubt. Just as Jesus invited Thomas to see and touch His hands, I place my faith in the finished work of Christ.
